JEL classification: (Enter at least 3 JEL codes and separate them by commas) 
1. Introduction

The paper should include an introduction providing the main information on the problem statement, the indication of methodology, important findings and principal conclusions. 

We strongly advice authors to work on this template. The paper should be edited and submitted as Microsoft Word document (*.doc or *.docx), with the following settings (all measures in inches):

· Page setup: Page size A4, orientation portrait; Margins: Normal, (1 inch all sides); section start continuous, page alignment top.

· Font: Times New Roman, regular 

· Main body text: 11 pt., Line spacing 1,15

· Spacing: Before: 0, After: 0

· Stye: Normal (not Title, Heading1, Heading 2,,, Body text, etc.!) Leave an empty line between sections

· Alignment: Justified

· Indentation: Left: 0, Right: 0, Special: 0

· Footnote’s text: 9 pt.

· Document language: English (US/UK), automatic hyphenation off. Make sure the speller has been used to correct eventual typing and grammar mistakes.
It is preferred for the paper not to exceed 10 pages of this format, including references. 

2. Literature Review
The paper should analyze and incorporate scholarly sources on past studies. 

Reference style (in text): all citations in the text should refer to: 

· Single author: the author’s name (without initials, unless there is ambiguity) and the year of publication, e.g. (Smith, 1998)

· Two authors: both author’s names and the year of publication, e.g. (Smith & Clarke, 2008)

· Three or more authors: first author’s name followed by ‘et al.’ and the year of publication, e.g. (Smith, et al, 2010)
We prefer not to have sub-subsections.

Inserting additional material: 
· Figures/tables should be centered. 

· The title of figures/tables should appear above the figure/table. (Title: Fig./Table 1. Example x (10pt)). Figures/tables should not be wider than the margins of the paper. Leave an empty line before and after each figure.

· Equations have to be centered and right-numbered continuously inside the parenthesis (If equations are not referenced in the text, the numbering is not obligatory. Please use 11-pt sized font. Do not use print screen or jpg format. For example:

All hypertext links and section bookmarks will be removed from papers during the processing of papers for publication.  If you need to refer to an Internet email address or URL in your paper, you must type out the address or URL fully in Regular font.

3. Methodology or Materials and Methods
The paper should explain the design of the research with techniques that are used for gathering information and other aspects related to the experiment. 

4. Results and Discussions

This section should present and illustrate the obtained findings. Review the information in the introduction part, evaluate their gained results, or compare it with past studies.
5. Conclusions and Recommendations
Paper should end with conclusions and recommendations. Proposing potential solutions or new ideas based on the obtained results. Consider the weaknesses of the research and results to get new directions. Provide final thoughts and the summary of the paper. Consider the limitations of the research and results to get new directions. 

Papers should be sent as email attachments to iscfb@uamd.edu.al. Each paper must be accompanied by a signed and dated statement of the author(s), stating that the paper is an original work and neither the paper nor significant parts of it have been published or are under reviewing process for publication in another conference or journal. 

References (Times New Roman, size 10)

Do not number this section. All references must meet APA styles (American Psychological Association – for more information http://www.apastyle.org/)
